AXIOCENTRISM, PAIDOCENTRISM AND MODERN EDUCATIONAL PROCESS

Two different paradigms are distinguished in the philosophy of education: axiocentrism and paidocentrism.
Transcendental and community values are the starting point of axiocentrism. Individualistic anthropocentrism or
paidocentrism claims that self-rezialization, i.e. full development of all natural personality traits is the aim of
education. The propaganda of paidocentrism in pedagogy, the main principles of which lie down in the liquidation
of disciplines and institutional authority of a teacher, may be among possible reasons for the spread of bullying.
Paidocentric pedagogy can be opposed to traditional pedagogy or to axiocentrism. The supporters of axiocentrism
consider that a personality must be brought up in the way so that it could successfully function and cope with
difficulties under different changeable conditions. For this purpose the appropriate environment with certain
disciplinary requirements is created. Paidocentrism solves this issue differently: external reality must be created in
the way so that very different people could feel themselves comfortable in it. And there is no need to adhere to
traditional behavioral norms. Axiocentrism recommends different didactic methods which are intended to restrict as
much as possible the influence of negative inclinations of a child on the one hand and on the other hand, to develop
its positive traits. For this purpose such means as the influence of parents and teachers, their authority, high
requirements related to care, cooperation and support are applied. Great attention in axiocentrism is paid to the
awareness of necessity. Paidocentrism rejects strict methods suggesting collaboration, care and low demands,
spontaneity and sincerity as well as the refusal of punishment. Antipedagogy, the fundamentals of which have been
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developed by H. Schoenebeck, is based on acknowledging of full freedom in general and the freedom a child in
particular. Education is perceived as an artificial and imposed process of the restriction of human rights.
Antipedagogues believe that the kind of education encouraged by traditional pedagogy is unacceptable, intolerant
as well as aimed at the loss of one's own personality. Antipedagogy is a new phenomenon related to the transition
from traditional compulsion to freedom. It generates or may generate the feeling of anxiety and insecurity in

teachers and educators.

PEDAGOGICALASPECTS OF FUNCTIONING
OF SOS CHILDREN’S VILLAGE IN UKRAINE

The article reveals the relevance of the Austrian model of adoptive family — the SOS Children s Village — for
the modern Ukrainian educational space, outlines the pedagogical principles of development of child care in
Ukraine. Ukraine implements the projects aimed at overcoming social orphanhood, borrowing European countries’
experience of introducing alternative, close to family, forms of placement of children deprived of parental care.

1t is noted that the SOS family is a new form for the orphaned children of Ukraine. It faces the task of creating
an atmosphere of love and security, a home coziness, creating a work-life, providing conditions for overcoming the
consequences of mental trauma, correction and compensation for developmental defects, etc. The study of the
experience of custody of children deprived of parental care in Austria and Ukraine testifies to the understanding of
the importance of the problem of education, the need to create conditions close to the family, where the child can
receive sufficient maternal love and optimal provision of their vital needs. It should take into account national
traditions, peculiarities of culture, socio-economic development of society.
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
