THE WORK OF XENOPHON ATHENIANS «ANABASIS»,
AS THE MAIN SOURCE FOR THE HISTORY OF GREEK MERCENARIES
IN THE TERRITORY OF PERSIA

Let’s start with the fact that Xenophon Athenians is a famous ancient Greek politician,
philosopher and commander (440-350 BC), who entered history as a military and political
figure of Ancient Greece and lived in the period from the middle of the 5th to the middle of
the 4th BC. It was the campaign of Greek mercenaries to Persia that greatly influenced
the further political career of Xenophon Athenians, which is why he decided to record his
thoughts and observations during this trip in the work «Anabasis», which is considered
one of the last works of the ancient Greek politician and was written approximately in the
1st half of the IV century BC. [2, 3, 4, 6, 7, 10].

It should be noted that Xenophon’s «Anabasis» was popular even in antiquity. A large
number of modern scientists believe that the tradition of ancient authors to describe their
own actions in the third comes from this work. The famous ancient Greek historian and
author of the work «World History» Polybius (208-126 BC) believed that it was the book
of Xenophon of Athens that inspired Alexander the Great to conquer Asia [9]. The famous
ancient historian and author of «Lives of Philosophers and Sophists» Eunapius (347-414)
was of the same opinion as Polybius [8].

The description of the campaign of Greek mercenaries on the territory of Persia in
«Anabasis» begins with a story about its leader Cyrus the Younger (? - 401 BC), who
was the son of the late Persian king Darius Il (475-404 BC) and decided to try to seize
the Persian throne, which went to his brother Artaxerxes Il [1, 5].

In further events, Cyrus gathers a large army, where 10 thousand Spartan Greek
mercenaries under the command of the Greek Clearchus played the main role.

Having reached the city of Kunax (present-day Syria), Cyrus the Younger engages in
battle with his brother, but dies during it. The Greek army was forced to retreat, and later
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all its commanders were killed due to the deception of the adviser of the Persian king
Tissaphernes. Xenophon was appointed the new commander.

Later, for several years, Greek mercenaries tried to return home from the territory of
Persia. Having passed through the deserts of Iran and Iraq and the Armenian mountains,
the Greeks get the territory of the present-day Turkey, where they enter the Greek cities
of Asia Minor and from there depart back to continental Greece. The number of soldiers
who remained is 8500 people.

It can be concluded that the work of Xenophon Athenians «Anabasis» is an important
source for studying the campaign of Greek mercenaries on the territory of Persia in 401-
399 BC. under the command of Cyrus the Younger and the life of an ancient Greek
mercenary in this period.

It should also be added that the very campaign of the Greek mercenaries of Cyrus the
Younger made a deep impression on contemporaries, and modern historians who have
the opportunity to evaluate this event in a historical perspective, in connection with the
gradual development of relations between Hellas and its powerful eastern neighbor,
actively continue to give it a lot of attention, but in Ukrainian historiography, almost no one
is engaged in the study of this event and other works of Xenophon.
